· Mr. Baroody informed the Board that the Stafford County Board of Supervisors had at their last meeting unanimously passed a resolution that allows for the County Administrator to spend $237,000 to advance the concept of a Technology Park in Stafford County.

7. COMMITTEE REPORT

Germanna Committee Report – Mr. Rowley and the research group (Ms. Knight, Mr. Beiler and Mr. Baroody) continue to meet with developers and the school department in their search for a site for Germanna’s Stafford Campus.  Progress has been made in the search but there is still nothing definitive to report.
8. OLD BUSINESS

Kilroy Robotics - Mr. Dave Shotwell and his Robotics team from Colonial Forge High school gave a presentation to the Board.  Mr. Shotwell asked for a grant from the Board in the amount of $8,500 to help pay for the cost of the team’s competitions.

A motion was made by Mr. Rowley to grant the Kilroy Robotics Team $8,500.  Ms. Surman seconded.

9. NEW BUSINESS 

· Virginians for High Speed Rail Request – Mr. Johnson presented the Board with a letter from the Fredericksburg Economic Development Authority asking that the EDA’s from both Stafford and Spotsylvania make a contribution to the high speed rail project that would go from Richmond to Washington, DC.  After some discussion the Board asked that Mr. Johnson arrange a presentation in January by a representative from Virginians for High Speed Rail to outline exactly what they need and how the funds would be used.

· EDA Staff Support – Ms. Faith McClintic, Assistant Director of Economic Development requested from the Board funds to support a position in Economic Development and Tourism.  This person would be responsible for web site maintenance and graphic design work as well as maintaining a sites and building data base. After some discussion it was agreed that more information was needed before the Board could move ahead on this item.

· EDA Bond Application Process- Ms. McClintic gave the Board a detailed presentation on the bond application process.  After her presentation the Board agreed to move forward with creating a bond application and fee schedule all of which would be presented for approval at the next meeting.

· Farmers’ Market Committee- Ms. Kathy Baker from the Planning Department informed the Board that an amendment to the Zoning Ordinance was being created to include Farmer’s Markets.  The Agricultural Committee and the Planning Commission have united to write the ordinance and were hoping to include a member of the EDA to provide guidance once the ordinance passed.  Mr. Beiler agreed to join the committee with Ms. Surman being the alternate.
